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The CHC has recently taken delivery of an Electrolux kerosene fridge and a generator with
diesel engine.

The Ronaldson Tippet 6.5hp diesel engine was used to power the attached generator. This
engine was invented in 1930 in Ballarat to work the gold rushes in Victoria. It is eerily
relevant that it was also used during goldmining in Cue in later years.

It is a very rare piece of Australian-made machinery and even more rare to find one in WA,
let alone Cue. Many thanks are extended to Westgold for their efforts to collect, store and
deliver this machinery to the CHC. A lot of work was carried out by Ray, Jono, Kevin, Bob,
Ben and Dylan from Westgold to ensure it arrived safely.

Thanks also to Marc for acquiring and delivering the fridge and to Phil and Norm for
assisting with unloading of them. Some other small but vital tasks and movement of items
were also carried out in the CHC building by our volunteer helpers.

The Shire has experienced a rain event in late March and early April that saw some flooding
across, and damage to Shire roads.

It will be great to see this part of the main Street re-activated for the
community.
