The Shire will be holding a short Remembrance Day Service on Monday 11 November 2024 
commencing at 10.45am. It will be held at Arthur Stanley Gurney Park, Austin St Cue (next to 
the Shire Admin Building).  
 
WA Seniors Week runs from 12 to 19 November to recognise the important role that seniors 
play in our community and acknowledge the contributions of older Western Australians. On 
Monday 11 November at 12.30pm we will celebrate Seniors Week with a luncheon at the 
Cue Community Resource Centre. Bookings are appreciated for catering purposes by      
contacting Tracy at the Shire office. Please let us know if you require assistance to attend the 
event.  
 
The Murdoch University Vet Program was held on Friday 25 October at the Shire Hall.      
Students from the University provided free pet checks, sterilisation and microchipping under 
the guidance of three senior vets. We had 16 animals sterilised, and 29 animals were 
checked by the students. The program was again a great success. Thank you to Peter Smith 
from Canine Control for organising this again and ensuring everything ran smoothly on the 
day. 
 
The Department of Fire and Emergency Services will be undertaking controlled burning within 
the Cue Town site with a focus on the creek line that runs parallel to Stewart St between the 
Light Industrial area and the residential area.  
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The Shire working in conjunction with the Department of Fire and Emergency Services will be 
undertaking fire break works around Cue town site. Owners and occupiers of land are        
reminded of their obligations to clear and maintain fire breaks over the summer months.  
 
The summer months are a time of storms and cyclones. Residents are reminded to clean up 
and remove any unwanted or loose items from their property that could cause damage in a 
storm. Larger items can be collected by contacting the Manager of Works and Services to 
make arrangements. 
 
Dog owners are reminded of their obligations to keep their dogs contained within the     
boundaries of their property or on a leash while walking. Please be considerate of others as it 
can be quite confronting to be approached by an unknown dog while out walking. The Shire 
Ranger visits the area frequently and will take action against unrestrained dogs in public   
places. This may result in a financial penalty to the owner. The only authorised area within 
the townsite where dogs are permitted to be exercised off-leash is the town oval. It is your 
responsibility to control and look after your pets. 
 
Mosquito fogging operations are being undertaken when weather conditions allow. Residents 
are asked to check their properties and remove any potential mosquito breeding areas, by 
emptying containers holding water, ensuring gutters are not holding water and checking 
yards for areas that hold water. 
 
We ask everyone to be vigilant as the warmer weather brings out snakes in and around town. 
Please use caution when out walking. Keeping grass short and cleaning up around the yard 
will help to keep them away.
