Now that the State and Federal Elections have been run and won, Local Governments across the State,

The regions are again likely to be on the end of some budget restrictions and our call for improved 

health, mental health, and other Government services will likely remain unheard.  The environment,  

climate change, renewable energy drive along with native vegetation clearing are now becoming a   

major focus of the State and Federal Governments as the 2050 net zero target date draws closer. 

 

On 1st May 2025 I attended a Joint Environment and Infrastructure Policy Teams meeting to review and

Governments in planning and procuring waste management services. 

¶ Providing a concise overview of the waste procurement process. There is significant spend       

associated with waste management contracts and they are long term arrangements. 
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¶ Developing a Draft Position on the Circular Economy. At present a Background Paper is being   

developed for consideration. 

¶ Discussion around the safe collection and disposal of end of life batteries and disposal points for 

e-cigarettes. 

¶ WALGA is progressing to identify the work needed for an effective state waste infrastructure plan, 

contingency planning and governance around the disposal of waste.
