Our March Sublimation Workshops are free, however bookings are essential. Please note that
bookings will open at the beginning of March ™ call the CRC to secure your place.
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Once used to preserve perishable
food, ice chests were used in
households by the end of the 1800s.
They had beat out canning, salting and
drying as a means of preserving food
as those methods were labour

intensive and also eliminated all signs
of freshness from food. Made from
wood with a tin or zinc lining, and
insulated with things like straw or
sawdust. Blocks of ice, purchased
from an ice man, would be put in the
compartment near the top of the chest
and kept and food stored below this
compartment fresh for a reasonable
amount of time.
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Create a Notebook & 3 PVC paperclips.
